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Coronavirus Updates: CDC loosens outdoor mask
recommendations

Fully vaccinated people generally do not
need to wear masks when they are
outside unless the space is crowded,
the Centers for Disease Control and
Prevention said in guidance released
today. Those recommendations reflect the
very low odds of outdoor spread. “Less
than 10 percent of documented
transmission in many studies have
occurred outdoors,” CDC director
Rochelle Walensky said at a White House
briefing Monday.

And if you're unvaccinated, it's generally
okay to ditch the mask when biking,
jogging or walking, as long as you're alone
or only with members of your household,
the agency said.

Health regulators in Brazil have
rejected the Sputnik V vaccine
developed in Russia, citing numerous
concerns, including what they called a
lack of efficacy data. It is possible this
ruling by Brazil’s Health Regulatory
Agency will hinder the vaccine's use
elsewhere.
